Incoming 6th Grade:

● Ground Zero (#) - Alan Gratz
Two kids. One devastating day.

September 11, 2001. New York City. Nine year old Brandon goes to work with
his dad on the 107th floor of the World Trade Center. Out of nowhere an airplane
slams into the tower, creating a fiery nightmare of terror and confusion that
threatens everyone in the building. Can Brandon survive–and escape?

September 11, 2019. Afghanistan. Eleven year old Reshmina has grown up in
the shadow of war, but she dreams of peace and progress. When a battle erupts
in her village, Reshmina stumbles upon a wounded American soldier named Taz.
Should she help him–and put herself and her family in mortal danger?

● The One and Only Ivan (##) - Katherine Applegate
Having spent twenty-seven years behind the glass walls of his enclosure in a
shopping mall, Ivan has grown accustomed to humans watching him. He hardly
ever thinks about his life in the jungle. Instead, Ivan occupies himself with
television, his friends Stella and Bob, and painting. But when he meets Ruby, a
baby elephant taken from the wild, he is forced to see their home, and his art,
through new eyes.

Incoming 7th Grade :

● Fever (#) - Laurie Halse Anderson
During the summer of 1793, Mattie Cook lives above the family coffee shop with
her widowed mother and grandfather. Mattie spends her days avoiding chores
and making plans to turn the family business into the finest Philadelphia has ever
seen. But then the fever breaks out.

● The Glass Town Game (##) - Catherynne M. Valente
Inside a small Yorkshire parsonage, Charlotte, Branwell, Emily, and Anne Brontë
have invented a game called Glass Town, where their toy soldiers fight Napoleon
and no one dies. This make-believe land helps the four escape from a harsh
reality: Charlotte and Emily are being sent away to a dangerous boarding school.
But then something incredible happens: a train whisks them all away to a real
Glass Town, and the children trade the moors for a wonderland all their own.

This is their Glass Town…almost. Their Napoleon never rode into battle on a
fire-breathing porcelain rooster. And the soldiers can die; wars are fought over a
potion that raises the dead, a potion Anne would very much like to bring back to
England. But returning is out of the question—Charlotte will never go back to that
horrible school.



Incoming 8th Grade:

● The Boy on the Wooden Box:How the Impossible Became Possible (#) -
Leon Leyson
This, the only memoir published by a former Schindler’s list child, perfectly
captures the innocence of a small boy who goes through the unthinkable. Leon
Leyson (born Leib Lezjon) was only ten years old when the Nazis invaded
Poland and his family was forced to relocate to the Krakow ghetto. With
incredible luck, perseverance, and grit, Leyson was able to survive the sadism of
the Nazis, including that of the demonic Amon Goeth, commandant of Plaszow,
the concentration camp outside Krakow.

● The Misfits (##) - James Howe
At once hilarious and poignant, this novel is about four unpopular 7th graders
who decide to band together to run for student council. One is overweight, one is
tall and opinionated, one is slow, and one is gay. Together they make a
formidable quartet as they confront their classmates about their name-calling and
stereotyping.
